Necessity to participate at Webinar on 11/2 (10.00)

Lieber Alexander,

| am writing to you today because we are in the midst of a very important fight for you
currently in Brussels.

Under the “Green Deal” announced by the President of the European commission a big
revolution for the buildings in Europe is currently being orchestrated by the EU commission.
The key part of the changes for historical houses will come through the European Directive
which is called “Energy Performance of Buildings Directive” (EPBD).

We have succeeded to keep the exception which we had for historic houses since 2010 in
the current draft (dates of Dec. 15 2021): it is for “buildings officially protected as part of a
designated environment or because of their special architectural or historical merit, in so far
as compliance with the standards would unacceptably alter their character or appearance,” .
This means that your national governments will be allowed not to apply the “Minimum
Energy Performance Requirements” (MEPS) for those historic houses. If you had to apply
these MEPS, from 2030 the ones which have F standards (and from 2033 the ones which
have E standards) will not be rentable or sellable any more (In case you wanted to
understand better please see the film we did:

This exception is the best we can do, but we want to make sure that the MEPs which will
have now to vote for it understand that already with this exception there is potentially a big
risk to the historical houses stock in Europe and make sure that they fight to keep the
exception in the final legislation.

With a Danish MEP we organize a Webinar on Febraury 11 th at 10.00 (check our site
http://www.europeanhistorichouses.eu for the registration) and we would like to make sure
that if you have friendly MEPs from your country they are invited and that if you can
participate, you can take part.
